Recipe

Mal's Ginger Cake.

8oz self raising flour (sifted) 8 fl oz milk

80z sugar 2 tbsp golden syrup
4tsp ground ginger 40z margarine

1tsp bicarbonate of soda 1 beaten egg

stem ginger pieces chopped.

Heat the oven to 170°C, 325°F, Gas mark 3.

Grease and line a 8" x 10" swiss roll tin (this is very important as it's very sticky.
Put all the dry ingredients into a bowl.

Put the remaining ingredients (but not the egg) into a pan and bring to the boil.
Pout the boiling mixture onto the dry ingredients and mix well.

Quickly add the egg and mix well.

Pour the mixture into the tin and bake towards the top of the oven for about 40
minutes, then move the tin down one shelf for a further 20 minutes.

We did receive two replies to Tom Cat's question from February and they follow:

The source of the river Rhiew is at Carneddau.

Second:

In answer to Tom Cat's question in the February Newsletter regarding the
source of the Rhiw (Riw,Rhiew) the lake in question is LIyn Mawr. However
this is not the source. Historically, as confirmed in the Montgomery
Collection, Vol.4 page 357, “The Rhiw is formed by the junction of two
branches of the same name.” This junction is at Bowen & Sons, Dwyrhiew
Mill, near New Mills and moving upstream, the two branches are known
locally as the north Rhiw and the south Rhiw. The north Rhiw has its source
at Llyn-y-Bugail on Mynydd Ty-Gywn, per the detailed O.S. Map,
Montgomery 21S.W.,dated 1902, held at the Archives Centre, Llandrindod
Wells. The south Rhiw is sourced at Mynydd Pistyll-du, below Mynydd
Dwyriw. The stream/river flowing from Llyn Mawr is called Nant-y-Llyn
Mawr and meets the south Rhiw at Carmel, 3km S.W. of Cefn Coch, as
confirmed by the 1903 O.S. Map and the current Landranger 136. For those
with access to this map, the O.S. Grid references for the source of the north
Rhiw are 005,050 and the south Rhiw 995,005. Taking Bowen's quarry, near
Cefn Coch, as a reference, the north Rhiw's source is 3.5km north and the
south Rhiw's is 2km south west.

What | thought would be a simple exercise in checking out the Landranger
map, in order to answer Tom Cat's question, became a real detective hunt.
The O.S. Map proved to be insufficiently detailed and I ended up talking to
locals and a Welsh speaking group, consulted the Montgomery Collection
and made a trip to the Archives Centre, Landrindod Wells.

Thanks Tom Cat, it has been fun and | have learnt a lot, one thing being that
there are two Welsh words for the number 2, DAU and DWY. Dwyrhiw,

therefore means two Rhiws.
