RECIPE

HONEY AND MUSTARD CHICKEN.

Serves 4 — easily doubled or halved.

Ingredients:

4 boneless, skinless chickerebsts. 2 teaspoons tomato puree.
1 tablespoon clear honey. 3 tablespoons olive oil.
1 tablespoon wholegrain mustard. Salt and pepper.

2 tablespoons fresh parsley, chopped.
6 tablepoons white wine or chicken stock.

Heat oven: Gas 5/190c¢/170c fan.

Slash each chicken breast 3 or 4 times and place in a shallow ovenproof dish. Mix
together all remaining ingredients. Spoon over the chicken and turn to coat. Marinade
in the fridge for 2or 3 hours if possible (not essential). Bake in the oven for 40 to 50
minutes, basting once or twice with the marinade. The chicken is cooked when the
juices run clear after being pricked with a knife.
